4.1. What to do for energy saving

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5.6. Zero degree compartment

place where foods such as dairy products,
meat, fish and chicken can be stored in ideal
storage conditions. Vegetables and/or fruits
should not be stored in this compartment.

5.7 Moisture controlled vegetable bin
(Optional)

With moisture control feature, moisture
rates of vegetables and fruits are kept under
control and ensures a longer freshness
period for foods.

Itis recommended to store leafed
vegetables such as lettuce and spinach and
similar vegetables prone to moisture loss
not on their roots but in horizontal position
into the vegetable bin as much as possible.
When placing the vegetables, place heavy
and hard vegetables at the bottom and
light and soft ones on the top, taking into
account the specific weights of vegetables.
